In 2007 he became Honorary
Member of the Russian Academy of
Fine Arts. He served as President
and Secretary of the Directors Board
of the Cyprus Chamber of Fine Arts,
and as Board Member of Cyprus
Theatre Organisation and the
Advisor Committee of Monuments.
