Kalliopi was born in Nicosia in
1963 and studied painting at
the School of Fine Arts in
Angers, France (1981-1986).
Afterwards she attended
courses in iconography in
different workshops in Cyprus
and Greece. Since 1993 she
runs her own atelier, working
exclusively on Byzantine Art
and using the traditional
techniques and materials
which involve egg tempera on
specially treated wood and
gold-silver leaves. Her work is
exhibited in churches and
private collections in Cyprus,
United Kingdom, Switzerland,
Germany, United States of
America, South Africa and
Puerto Rico. She has
participated in various group
shows: the Design Forum in
Helsinki, Finland, at the
“Myloi” Cultural Centre of
Kaimakli, at Roudi Art-
multispace in Alona village,
and in Toufexis Gallery of
Nicosia.
