Adi Atassi was born in Homs, Syria,
in 1962. Growing up in beautiful
landscapes, where the colours of
nature alternate dramatically under
the glaring light and where history
and religion coexist, it was natural for
his love of art to surface. At the age
of 18, he entered the University of
Damascus, where he studied Fine
Arts. In 1987, he moved to Cyprus.
He held individual exhibitions and
took part in many group shows, such
as in Budapest of Hungary, together
with Arab artists, in Greece, Turkey,
Syria, in the annual show of the
Space Srtudios in Nicosia, in the
Open Studios within the walls of
Nicosia and in various exhibitions
held by the Cyprus Chamber of Fine
Arts. In 2006 he won the first prize in
the art-competition for the design
and creation of a work of art for the
new Supreme Court building in
Nicosia.
