She graduated with First Class
Honors from the BA (Hons) Textiles
department of Middlesex University
in London. Since 1985 she has her
own art studio school where she
prepares students for the Art and
Design O and AS level examinations.
She has presented her visual work in
personal and group shows in Cyprus
and abroad in Athens, London,
Berlin, Cairo, etc. In her visual quest
she uses the silkscreen technique
and digital printing on anorthodox
materials such as carpets,
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eucalyptus leaves, napkins,
traditional plates and table-cloths. In
her visual work she researches
subjects such as the dreams,
childhood innocence, old age,
memory and femininity.

The artist is inspired by themes that affect human condition in a semi-
occupied country such as Cyprus. She believes that, despite the rapid
progress of contemporary life, the burdens of the historical past (the loss
of beloved relatives and friends in war, the abrupt disruption of everyday
life, the transformation into a refugee and the sorrow of lost identity)
invisibly affect the lives of many people on the island today. Her latest
investigation examines how uninhibited vegetation — after 36 years of
forced abandonment — has suffocated the deserted houses in the
occupied ghost town of Famagusta.
